WHEREAS the Council of the Municipality of Whitestone has received a request
from the Township of Carling and the National Wildlife Federation to participate
in the Mayors’ Monarch Pledge;

AND WHEREAS the monarch butterfly is an iconic North American species
whose multigenerational migration and metamorphosis from caterpillar to
butterfly has captured the imagination of millions of Canadians;

AND WHEREAS the monarch butterfly population has declined by nearly 90%
over the past 20 years, due to habitat loss from industrial agricultural practices in
Canada and the U.S. and deforestation in Mexico;

AND WHEREAS the Committee on the Status of Endangered Wildlife in
Canada upgraded the monarch butterfly’s status from *Special Concern’ to
‘Endangered’ in December 2016;

AND WHEREAS climate change will pose new challenges for the monarch
butterfly in the Parry Sound District and throughout its range;

AND WHEREAS municipalities have a critical role to play in helping to save the
monarch butterfly;

AND WHEREAS every citizen of the Parry Sound District can make a difference
for the monarch butterfly by planting native milkweed and nectar plants to
provide habitat for the monarch butterfly and other pollinators;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the Municipality
of Whitestone agree to sign the Mayors’ Monarch Pledge and commit to taking
action to restore habitat for the monarch;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council of the Municipality of
Whitestone directs the CAO-Clerk-Treasurer to implement a monarch butterfly
habitat restoration project within the municipality, using funds from the
Beautification Committee budget.
